Year 9 Visit to the National Arboretum at Stafford on Wednesday, 26th September 2018 

A special visit has been arranged for Year 9 students as part of the PSHCE and Humanities curriculum. The visit will involve 
students visiting the National Arboretum in Stafford. 

This will take place on the next Curriculum Day on Wednesday, 26th September 2018. The purpose of this visit for students 
to gain a deeper understanding of the impact conflict and the sacrifices people have made for this nation. 

The group will travel by coach leaving school at 9am and returning by 3pm and will be accompanied by members of staff. 
Students will need a packed lunch and drink for the visit. It is important that students dress in full school uniform. As we will 
be outside for the whole visit winter clothing will be essential – a coat, hat, gloves and outdoor shoes are needed. 

You are invited to make a voluntary contribution of £5.00 towards the cost of the visit. We must, however, inform you that 
as the school could not bear the whole cost of the visit, the visit will not take place unless all parents/carers, who are able, 
are willing to contribute. If you find it difficult to meet this cost, you are invited to contact the Business Manager in confidence 
to discuss payment. Students who receive free school meals will be supported by funds allocated to the school. 

The safety of students and staff is paramount on any visit out of school. Students whose behaviour has been inappropriate 
in school or any students who pose a potential risk to themselves or others may not participate in the visit. Such students will 
remain and work in school. When visiting any places of worship respect must be shown by students at all times.
